Empire State Building
*We will be going to the top of the Empire State Building-riday afternoon.

The Empire State Building's construction was
hurried to completion, in order to take the title
of "world's tallest building" from the Chrysler
Building. It remained the tallest building in the
world for many years, until the construction of
the World Trade Center, and shortly afterwards
the Sears Tower. As of 2005, following the
September 11, 2001 attacks, it is the 2nd tallest
building in the United States, and the tallest in
New York City (see the 50 Tallest buildings in the
U.S. list).

The building's distinctive spire was originally
designed to be a mast and depot for zeppelins. However, after a couple of brief attempts, the idea proved
to be impractical and dangerous, due to the powerful updrafts caused by the size of the building itself.

The building rises to 1,250 feet or 381 m at the 102nd floor. The Empire State Building was officially opened
on May 1, 1931. Much of the office space went unrented until the 1940s. This lack of inhabitance earned it
the nickname "Empty State Building™ in its early years. A broadcasting tower added in the 1950s brings the
total height to 1,455 feet (443.5 m).

A public observatory at the top of the building offers impressive views of the city, and is a popular tourist
destination. Floodlights illuminate the top of the building at night, in colors chosen to match seasonal and
other events; they were red, white, and blue for several months after the destruction of the World Trade
Center, then reverted to marking holidays.

The building weighs approximately 330,000 metric tons. The building has 6,500 windows, 73 elevators, and
1,860 steps to the top floor. Total floor area: 204,385 m? (2,200,000 ft?) It is located at 350 Fifth Avenue,
ZIP Code 10118, between 33rd and 34th Streets, in Midtown, Manhattan, directly across from Weehawken
Cove, on the other side of the Hudson River.

Although the lower floors occupy the entire block, there are various "setbacks" in the building's design, as
required by law at the time, to prevent the building from casting quite such a large shadow on its
neighbors.

The building stands on a block once occupied by the original Waldorf Hotel, a haven for The Four Hundred,
the social elite of New York in the late 19th Century. Previous to that, the site had first been developed as
the John Thomson Farm, in the late 18th century.

Times Square

The theaters of Broadway and the huge number of gaudy animated
neon and television-style signage have long made it one of New
York's iconic images, and a symbol of the intensely urban aspects of
Manhattan. Times Square is the only neighborhood with a zoning
ordinance requiringtenants to display bright signs. The density of
illuminated signs in Times Square now rivals Las Vegas.

In 1992 the Times Square Alliance (formerly the Times Square
Business Improvement District, or "BID" for short), a coalition of
businesses dedicated to improving the quality of commerce and
cleanliness in the district, started operations in the area. Times
Square now boasts attractions as a major TV studio for ABC, where
Good Morning America broadcast live, a Toys "R" Us and
Hershey's store, as well as restaurants such as Ruby Foo's (Chinese
food), the Bubba Gump Shrimp Company (seafood) and Carmine's
(Italian) along with a number of multiplex movie theaters. It has
also attracted a number of large financial, publishing, and media
firms to set up their headquarters in the area. A larger police
presence in Times Square has improved the safety of the area. While the revitalized region is undoubtedly
safer and more pleasant, some complain that the area has lost its spark and is now a thoroughly sanitized,
"Disneyfied" version of its former self.

In 2002, NYC's outgoing mayor, Rudolph Giuliani, gave the oath of office to the city's next mayor, Michael
Bloomberg, in Times Square after midnight on January 1 as part of the 2001¢2002 New Year's celebration.
Approximately 500,000 revelers attended the fete. Security was high following the September 11, 2001
attacks, with over 7,000 New York City police on duty in the Square (twice the number for an ordinary
year).
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Rockefeller Center

Rockefeller Center is an art deco marvel
consisting of 19 commercial buildings
covering 11 acres in midtown Manhattan
from 49" to 52" Streets, Fifth to Seventh
Avenues. Named after the multi-millionaire,
John D. Rockefeller, who leased the space
from Columbia University in 1928. Originally
occupied by tenements and theaters,
Rockefeller planned to revitalize the area with
3 huge office buildings and a new Metropolitan Opera House. The stock market
crash of 1929 helped scrap the original plans but Rockefeller still wanted a
commercial district. Hiring 3 architecture firms and a consulting firm, ground was
broken on the Rockefeller Center we see today in late 1929. 30 Rockefeller Plaza (above right) was the
largest and first built. It is the centerpiece and probably best known building. As you can see from this
view from the Empire State Building, the 70-story building still towers over its modern competitors.
Completed in 1934, 30 Rockefeller Plaza became the RCA headquarters. General Electric's initials now
brighten the rooftop of the home of NBC. 30 Rockefeller Plaza is the most public of the buildings and two
of the most popular tourist attractions reside here. The NBC Studio Tour, lets you see where popular shows
like Saturday Night Live, Late Night With Conan O'BaiehNBC Neware taped.

Statue d Liberty
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People from all overt the world have come to see her, the very symbol of
America. Ellis Island was the gateway for more than half of the immigrant
entering the U.S. between 1892 and 1924. Closed to public tours in 1984, it was
reopened in 1990 following a $160 million restoration.
